But From isn't just a MySpace phenomenon driven by
charisma and provocative photos.  The music pushes
genre boundaries so far as to make them irrelevant, all
while engaging the listener with catchy hooks.  The
innocent melodies of a young Madonna glitter and haunt
the Stone Roses' murkiness.

Comparisons to Nico are only fair; after all, From's

unaffected vocals.

That this world of innovative intrigue comes from a
one girl band would be noteworthy; that The American
EP is a debut made within two years of said girl's
introduction to music can only foreshadow great things.
